Bonjour and welcome back!  I am looking forward to having you in French class again this year and guiding you to the next level of proficiency.   French III is the “celebrated” year of language, culminating with the NYS Regents CREDIT which offers you a chance to obtain a Regents Diploma with an Advanced Designation.   Even though the final exam is now being developed locally, you will get Regents credit for passing the class and exam.  

Remember, there are five components to language learning:  reading, writing, speaking, listening and culture.  Our main objective is still communication, not perfection.  Please don’t be shy of making errors--we all do, and we learn from them.   The key is that you actively listen and participate in class.  French III is a performance-based subject, in which you can only progress by doing classwork and homework.  This year we will be using a free service, Google Voice, to assess our speaking skills.  Please enter the following number into your phone’s contact list or keep it handy:  607-301-0713.
French III requires that you communicate easily in the past, present, and future tenses.  Being prepared and participating are the most valuable things you can do to succeed.   Please review 10 minutes every day rather than right before a quiz or test.  Once you have been introduced to a word or grammatical structure, it can reappear at any time. You are responsible for knowing it. Your ticket to success comes from “tuning in” during class and involving yourself in the lesson.
It is impossible to attain linguistic knowledge without the practice, so your attendance is essential.  Missing more than 28 days will result in an automatic failure for the course.  
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 All students are expected to:
1. Come to class on time and follow class routines in French. 

2. Participate in French on a daily basis. 

3. Be respectful to yourself, other people and school property.

4.   Be responsible enough to do your homework and study for quizzes and tests
Supplies:  All students must have the following supplies:

· a SEPARATE 3-ring binder with pockets 

· pencils or blue/black pens (Work is NOT accepted in any other color.)

· loose-leaf paper

· colored pencils or highlighters (pink, blue and green are required)

Missing class:  If you have been absent, you can find a copy of the notes and homework with your name on it in the absentee notebook on the counter.  If you have missed a quiz or test, you will need to see me to schedule a time to take it.  All illegal absences result in a zero for that day.  Remember, 28 absences result in automatic failure of the course.
